This past weekend we competed in 

the 67th PSAC Championships, held 

at Edinboro University.  We placed 9 

wrestlers in the tournament and 

crowned a new champion in Alex 

Thomas at 197 lbs.  Alex is the first 

freshman to win the PSAC’s for Clar-

ion in quite a few years and he is 

excited about his possibilities at the 

upcoming Midlands and Virginia 

Duals Tournaments.  Following Alex’s 

championship performance were 

RSJR Jay Ivanco, 2nd at 133; SR Had-

ley Harrison, 3rd at 157; and 4th 

place finishes from RSSO Cameron 

Moran at 141, FR James Fleming 

at 149, and RSSO Clint Podish at 

184.  5th place performances were 

turned in by RSFR Ronald (Trey) 

Hicks at 125 and SO Quintas 

McCorkle at HWT, while RSFR Ste-

ven Cressley finished in 6th place at 

174.  Overall it was a good per-

formance on the day.  The team 

came to battle and although we 

lost a few matches we wrestled 

with everything we had to get these 

9 wrestlers on the podium.  Our team 

goal was to finish in the top two and 

surpass Bloomsburg in the team 

race, but losing a few head-to-head 

matchups made the score fall into 

Bloomsburg’s favor.   

Along with Alex’s outstanding per-

formance at 197, Trey Hicks repre-

sented Clarion very well on Saturday 

considering his late entry into the 

starting spot.  Our starter at 125, Joe 

Waltko, came down with an infection 

in his lymph nodes and had to 

be pulled from the starting lineup 

very late in the week.  Trey stepped 

in and performed very well under 

less than ideal circumstances.  His 

first match was a tough 15-0 loss to 

John Fleming from Gannon (yes, it’s 

James Fleming’s brother), but then 

turned the loss into a 1-0 victory as 

the two met again in the 5th place 

match.
